A health fair with 60 informational exhibits from national and local diabetes-related
companies and organizations will be open throughout the day. Lunch is included and will
feature special guest speakers Doug Burns, who holds bodybuilding titles including Mr. USA
and Mr. Universe, as well as 1999 Miss America winner and diabetes advocate Nicole John-
son. Mr. Burns and Ms. Johnson will share their personal stories, living well with type 1
diabetes.
